 It is unlawful to take salt and sand from the salt and shed located on Main Street (ME- Route 178) without permission from the Town 

Manager.  Bradley residents are allowed one (1) five (5) gallon bucket of sand per year.  Please contact the Municipal Office to receive details 

on how to receive a written letter from Manager Doane. 

 

Winter Salt & Sand 

 

Winter Parking Regulations 
No person shall allow or permit any vehicle under his or/her control or 

registered in his/her name to stand or be parked on any public street or 

way from November 1st, 2009 to April 15, 2010 inclusive, between the 

hours of 10:00 pm and 6:00 am for a period of more than one (1) hour, 

but in no event shall such standing or parking be between the hours of 

10:00 am and 6:00 am be legal if it interferes or hinders the plowing , 

loading or removal of snow from such public street or way. 
 

No person shall park or leave standing any vehicle upon a public way 

within the limits of the Town of Bradley in such a manner as to interfere 

with or hinder the plowing or removal of snow at any time.  Any 

municipal official may cause a vehicle so parked to be removed from the 

public way and placed in a suitable place at the expense of the owner of 

such vehicle.  Neither the Town of Bradley nor the municipal official shall 

be liable for any damage, which may be caused by such removal or caused 

by non-removal.    
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Town Right of Ways 

A public way is defined as a way, owned or maintained by 

the State, County or a municipality, over which the general 

public has a right to pass. The Town's right of way is 

generally twenty-five feet from the centerline of the road. 

The Town has a responsibility to maintain the public way so 

that it is safe and convenient for travelers with motor 

vehicles. Anything placed within the right of way is at the 

owner's risk. To prevent damage, landscaping, land markers 

and mailboxes should be placed as far as possible off the 

roadway.  It is unlawful to place in the public way snow or 

slush that has not accumulated there naturally.  Therefore, 

when plowing driveways, please be aware that the snow 

must stay on your property. It is also unlawful to place 

fallen leaves and debris in the ditches, as this is also the 

Townõs property. Leaves that have been bagged may be left 

curbside for normal trash pickup. 
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Homestead Exemption 
The Homestead Exemption program provides a measure of 

property tax relief for certain individuals that have owned 

homestead property in Maine for at least twelve months and 

make the property they occupy on April 1st their permanent 

residence. Property owners receive an exemption of $13,000 off 

the total valuation of their home. Applications are available at 

the Bradley Municipal Building or our website and must be filed 

with the Town Office by April, 2010 to receive the exemption.

Any 

unpaid taxes as of April will be recorded as delinquent in the Annual Town Report 

 



   

  

Fire Station Project 

Town of Bradley voters approved borrowing funds up 

to $900,000 to construct a new fire station.  

Providing the bid amounts come in as expected, the 

new fire station will be located directly behind the 

Municipal Building and Post Office at 165 Main 

Street.   The current timeline is to have the bid 

packages ready for February of 2010 with summer 

construction.  The Building is being designed as a 4 

bay station with administrative and training areas 

measuring 120õ x 64õ.  There are still a lot of 

decisions to be made and public participation 

necessary, please watch for Building Committee 

Meetings, which are posted on the websiteõs monthly 

calendar and municipal sign located at the Municipal 

Building. 

 

E-911 House Identification  

Blue emergency 911 response signs are available for 

ordering.  These signs aid public safety officials in 

locating a victim*s home during an emergency. The 

signs are most valuable if posted near the end of 

the entrance to the home/business as this makes 

them more visible for emergency responders.   

This project is possible through the cooperation of 

The Town of Bradley, Penobscot County Sheriff 

Department and Penobscot County TRIAD.  The 

purchasing and ordering of these signs is done at 

the Bradley Municipal Building during regular 

business hours.  The costs of the signs are: 

Signs, post & bolt  $12.00 for two single sided 

Sign, post & bolt    $9.00 for one single sided 

One sided sign      $6.00 for only single 

 

Trash and Recycling Schedule and Information 

The Town of Bradley contracts through Maine Waste Systems for trash pickup. The normal schedule is 

every Tuesday beginning at 7:00 a.m. Maine Waste Systems observes the following holidays: New Years, 

Independence Day, Thanksgiving and Christmas. If the holiday is celebrated on a Monday, your trash pick-

up will be Wednesday instead of the normal Tuesday pick-up. Items that can be handled easily such as 

large or small toys, clothing, books, etc. can be placed out for Tuesday trash pick-up. This convenient and 

cost effective procedure will cut the cost of the annual clean-ups substantially. Also 2 tires up to 16 

inches without rims can be placed out with regular trash. 

The recycling schedule for the Town of Bradley is the 3rd Tuesday of each month. Residents may receive 

the first recycling bin free of charge. If you wish to have more than one bin the additional bins are 

$5.00 each. Recycling bins are available at the Town Office.

Town Council

Building Committee 

The Voters of the Town of Bradley approved borrowing up to $900,000 to construct a new fire station.  Public input is essential for this 

endeavor to be successful.  In addition, Maine Municipal Association, the Townõs Insurance carrier has identified the need for a salt shed 

replacement and or repair.  A building committee will be forming in February to begin this process.   
 

Budget Workshops 

The Bradley Town Council will be hosting budget workshops in February of 2010.  These meetings are generally on Tuesday evenings at 6:00 and 

last an hour.  The Town Council and Town Manager contemplate all budget line items and strive to meet all funding requirements, while 

maintaining a fair tax rate.  
  

Fire Dept 

Joining the Bradley Volunteer Fire Department is a great opportunity to serve your community. The Bradley Town Council has also recently 

approved establishing a Junior Fire Fighter Program. If you or your òjunioró is interested please contact the Town Office or Chief Eric Gifford at 

827-1934.

Cemetery Committee 

The Cemetery Committee meets at the municipal building every 3 months for approximately an hour. The committee has been very successful in 

updating, mapping, new by-laws and administrative procedures.

ADOPTION OF NEW LAND USE 

ORDINANCE 

The Town of Bradley Planning Board has submitted to the Bradley Town 

Council a draft land use ordinance.  Both boards will be working 

diligently over the next four (4) to six (6) months to complete the 

adoption process.  The purpose of the land use ordinance is to 

implement the policies and recommendations of the Bradley 

Comprehensive Plan that the voters approved in 2004.   

In addition the Ordinance will protect the general welfare of present and future inhabitants of the Town, preserve the character of the Town, protect 

the environment, promote community development, reduce traffic congestion, balance property rights, reduce fiscal impact and establish procedures and 

standards that reasonable and fair.  There will be several public meeting and one public hearing regarding the adoption of the Land Use Ordinance, as 

always residents are encouraged to participate and attend.   
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Maine residents Property Tax and Rent Refund òCircuitbreakeró applications are available at the Town Office or online at 

www.maine.gov/revenue/forms/homepage.html. Applicants who would like to have a booklet mailed directly to them may: Call the 

forms line at 207-624-7894 (leave your name and mailing address) or write to Maine Revenue Services, SHS 24, Augusta, Maine 

04333-0024. You may qualify for a refund up to $1,600 if: 

 You do not have a spouse or dependent(s) and your 2008 household income was $61,400 or less; or  

 You have a spouse or dependent(s) and your 2008 household income was $81,850 or less AND Your 2008 

property tax was more than 4% of your 2008 household income; or,  

 The rent you paid in 2008 was more than 20% of your 2008 household income. Note: Low-income Seniors do not 

need to meet these requirements.

  Dog Registrations 

Dogs must be registered before December 31, 2009. All dogs over the age of six months are required to be licensed each year in 

the town where they reside. You must provide a current Maine State rabies certificate along with proof of neutering or spaying. 

New dogs need to be licensed at 6 months of age or within 10 days of the dog having moved to Bradley. Donõt forget you may

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News From Regional School Unit No. 34 
  

 On July 1, 2009 the Town of Bradley joined with Alton and Old Town to form Regional School Unit No. 34.  The formation of the Regional School 

Unit was in response to legislation that required school systems across the state to explore cost savings and enhanced opportunities for children through a 

regional school structure. After many months of study, a regional plan was developed.  Following a referendum vote held in January of 2009, Bradley became a 

member of RSU No. 34.    

 Now that Bradley is a part of RSU #34, Viola Rand School is now able to draw upon the resources of the entire RSU. The most dramatic result of 

this partnership has been that fifth grade students from Bradley are able to attend Old Town Elementary School this year. This allowed us to discontinue the 

practice of requiring students to attend classes in the portable classroom behind the Viola Rand School.  The portable classroom does not have bathroom 

facilities, which meant that students had to travel to and from the school in order to use the bathroom or to simply wash their hands.  This was not a good 

situation.  Fortunately there was available space at OTES and the students very quickly acclimated to the change.  Now, grades K-4 are housed inside the Viola 

Rand School and the portable classroom houses a library and computer room.  From all accounts, Bradley fifth graders have done very well at Old Town 

Elementary School, and both parents and students believe that it was a very good decision. We plan to continue this arrangement in future years.  Some 

parents of future fourth graders have expressed interest in having their children attend fourth grade at Old Town Elementary School next year.  If we did that, 

we could move the library and computer room back into the main building and save money by eliminating the portable classroom at the Viola Rand School. 

There have been other benefits to school consolidation, as well.  RSU 34 had inherited an outstanding Gifted and Talented program from the Old 

Town School Department, and the RSU 34 Gifted and Talented Coordinator Jon Doty has brought important elements of that program to Viola Rand School. In 

addition, the partnership has yielded benefits in terms of summer maintenance. This summer, our janitor, Owen Arey, worked with the maintenance staff of the 

RSU to do summer maintenance projects throughout the new RSU.   

The annual RSU budget is developed by the RSU board and then presented to the citizens at the annual budget meeting.  If approved at the annual 

budget meeting, the budget is then put to a referendum vote in the member communities.  If a cumulative majority of the voters in all three communities 

support the budget at referendum, the budget is adopted.  After the initial year where a transition formula was utilized, the local share of the budget is 

assessed to the member communities based on two factors; property valuation and student population.  Based on previous year valuations and student 

populations, using the RSU local cost sharing formula, for the current fiscal year Bradley would be assessed 15.72% while Alton would be assessed 7.32% and 

Old Town 76.96% of the local share of the RSU budget.  These percentages will be adjusted annually to reflect current valuation and student populations of the 

three member communities. 

We are approaching the budget building process for the 2010-2011 school year very cautiously.  The projections for state support of schools continue 

to trend downwards in line with a downturn in state revenues.  The end result will mean fewer state dollars to support local K-12 education and a failure by 

the State of Maine to reach its goal of 55% funding for education.  Unfortunately, despite our ongoing search for all efficiencies and our most creative thinking, 

the loss of state support will result in very tough choices as we attempt to develop a budget that does not fully balance the loss of state support with local tax 

dollars.  The RSU Board is very much aware of the current economic condition and is committed to providing the very best educational opportunities with 

efficiency and in an affordable manner.
